El: PABD, Tex., Jan. 14.—FEl Paso
was quiet early today following riot-
ovs scenes last night when American
citizeng, among whom were many sol
digrs, engaged In numerous general
fighta with Mexicans. The attacks
were attributed to resentment grow-
ing out of the massacre of Americans
and foreligners at Santa Yeabel, In
view of the condlitions General John
J, Pershing, commanding the federal
forces ot Fort Bliss, furnished guards
of soldiers to ald the loeal polles in
mwaintalning order.

The action by the federal authoritien
Was tnken to rolleve a pituation which,
it was feared, would result In reprisals
on Mexicanse. Despite offorts of the
munictpal authoritien 1o contral the dem. |
onstration against Mexicans, apprehen-
ot war felt for thelr safely, Numerous
fighta broke outl betweern foreigners and
Amertcans, with soldlers participating
The Mextcan quarter waa invaded and tha
foreigners soughtl sheltar from enraged
Americans, Pollcemen went from hotal
10 hotel mdvising Mexicans 1o seek
safety
