LLONDON, June 5 -—From Capor-
otta to the head of the gulf of Triest
the forees of Italy are consolldating
thelr positions along the river Isonzo
snd In a week, or perhaps sooner,
the first serious battle along this
front should be foughi,

One of
the machines gave up the atiack and
disappeared in an easterly direction.
It 18 belleved that It was damaged.
The other threw down about one
dosen bomba, almed principally at
the airship station at Campaltone.
