Ooing of Bryan Serves Notice
World that President and Oab.

inet Btand Firm.
VON BERNSTORFF SEES LANSING
WASHINGTON, June 9 —The

poliey of the United States toward
Germany—an insistance on the ob-
|servance of neutral rights and the
safeguarding of the llves of Ameri-
cans on the high peas—was de-
termined finally today at a cabinet
megglon, 1

Secretary Bryan's resignation had |
been submitted and accepted when
the meeting convened and he took
little part in the discussion The
note which is to be sent to Germany
tomorrow was read over for the last
time to the cabinet by President Wil-
son. Buggestions of some minor|
changes were noted by tha president. |

Means U, 8. Is Firm,

The resignation of M. Cryan,
vocated a course that under no cir
cumstances would Invelve the United
Histes in war, spread the fmpreasion that
the president and his cablnet had de.
cided Mimily that the rights of the United
Hiates must be upheld in any eveniualily
that may ariss.

Wihile noe inkling as to the contenis of
the note was given, it is understocd that
an unfavorable reply will mean the
severance of diplomatic relations with |
Germany, and that attacks on Amaericans
thereafier might lead to even graver
complications. |

The offect on the genesral situatlon of
Secretary Bryan's withdrawal from the
cabinet was the subject of general com-
ment everywhere. Forelgn diplomatists
interpreted 1t as significant of a forceful
course on the part of the Unitad Statem
They were busy with their code books
and oablegrams tonight advising thelr
respective governments of the cabinet
change and its significance,

In Austro-German quartars, whore there
has besn soma confidence that Secretary
Bryan's influsnce for peace would make
impossible a rupture between the United
Statea and Germany the resignation of
the secretary caused much uneasineas.

In other official and diplomatic quar-|
ters, the vew was held that by socepting
the resignation of Mr. Bryan, the presi-
dent haw demonsirated to Cermany hils
sarnest Intention of securing reparation
for the loss of American lives on the
Lusitania and a guarantes against other
violations of American rights. {

Cout von Hernator(f, the German am-
bassador, called on Counssllor lansing
early in the day to inform him that al-
though the embussy quartgrs had been
removed to Ceadarhurst, L. I, he would
remain here indefinitely to awalt a copy of
the American note. Later In (he day Mr,
T.ansing announced that the German em-
bassy had transmitted two more affido-
vits of persons who cinimed to have over-
heard people say thers were guns on the
Lausitanis.

The report 5f this investigation came
to hand today ard is believed to have
been one of the things which delayed the
Amerlean note. The president emphasizved
to callers early 1oday that thers hed been
no intentional or unneceasary delay in
preparing the document. He sald many
suggestions had beon made by Mr. Bryan
und others but that the general charaoter
of the nete had pot been moditied. This
wiw interproted later as meaning that the
cabinst situstion had been dlaposed of
lost week and that the delay suhsequent
therelo was really due to detalls in the
caroful preparation of the nots,
