about the company's retirement from
busineas.'

Mr, Armstrong stated that the state
authorities had done everything possible
to save the company. but that in the
opinlon of Lthe Silate [Insurance board, as
wall ay Its own directors, the best in-
terosts of everyone would be ronesrve
by placing the company In the hands of
the state authorities, to be dealt with
notording to law.
