1t
followa then that If it cannot be mo-
complished in npy other way, the stop-
ping of the supply may In the extreme
case be effevted by the destruction of the
contraband and of the ship carrying I
As a matter of course, the obligation of
the party ot war te pay compensation to
the parties Interestnd of the peutral con
tracting party, remaineg In foree, what-
over be the manner of stopping (he sup
ply.

“According to general principles of In-
ternntionsl law, any exercise of the right
of control over the trade in contraband
Is subject to the decislon of the prine
cotirts, even though suweh right may he
restricted by apocial treaties.

“AL the beginning of the present wWar,
Germany, pursuant to these principles,
established by law prize Jurisdiotion for
eases of the kind undsr consideration.
The case of Willlam . Frye Is likewise
the subject to the German prize h.rf:-
diction for the Prussian-American
treaties mentloned contain no stipulation
1o the amount of the compensation pro-
vided by article 13 of the treativs cited
s to be fixed,

Prize Proeccedings Indispensable.

*The German government (herefore
complies with its treaty obligations to a
full ‘extent when the prize courts in-
stituted by it In nccordance with Inter- |
nutlonal law proceed In pursuance to
the ftreaty stipulation and thus award
the disinterested an equitahble indemnity.
There would therefore be no foundation
for n clnim of the American government,
unless the prise court should not grant
indemnity In accordanco With the treaty:
In such event, however, the German gov-
ernment would nol hesitiate to arrange
for equitable indemnity, notwithsianding,
