begin this morning in Judge Eng-
lish's district court, declared yester-
day In his cell in county jall that &
dream, which lasted twelve pucces-
sive nights, sent him to Omaba from
8t.

The woinan disd st Bt, Josepit's hospl-
tal two months later, after having begun
to recover from two bullet wounds. He-
eatisa physicians said her death might
have been brought about by other oauses
than the wounds, Pappandopulées wawm
cherged with assault with (ntent to kill
by County Attornay Maxney.
