The reaponsibility for the catastrophe should
be fixed upon those who may be culpable goes
without saying, and the machinery is already
working to |nvestigate cnuses and bring to
account those who have besn at fanll. Al that,
howaver, as we have sald, can afford small con-
solation (o any ome.

With the lessons of similar past boat dis-
asterg apparently unheeded here at so frightful
cost, some really preventive measures must be
devised for the future.

The people throughotiit the country are aghast,
almont stupefied by Ita awfulness, but are help-
less except to hold out their sympathy to the
afflicted.
