A Little Object Lesson.

Admiral Caperton is doing & right nies job
of polico work at Port au Prinee, where he has
calmed the turbulence of ths Inflammableo Hal-
tiens by the simple expedient of taking away
thely firearms, Some little objection was raised
by the populsoce, who had just put to death the
presidant of the country and the general of his
army, but this was saon overcome. Six were
killed and two wounded in the process, but this
was sufficient to make it apparent to the others
that good behavior were the better part of valor,
so long as the sallors of the American fleet were
ashore. The whole affalr has a tinge of un-
pleasantnesas, but comes in the course of Uncle
Bam’s duty as the responsible guardian of the
peace in this part of the world. It may take a
long time to establish anything llke & good gov-
ernment in Haitl, but the people of that island
bave just had a very impressive object lesson
that ought to teach them to respect the rights
of such forelgners as happen to be domiclled
among them.

Europe After the War,

A year ago speoulators as to the duratiom
and outcome of the war in Hurope approsched
but one point of agreement. It was pretty gen-
erally asserted that the conflipt might terminate
absolutism and would almost certainly result in
such political changes, both in dynasties and
frontiers, as would alter the entire continental
situation. Twelve months of observation of the
progreas of the war forces the conclusion at this
time that, no matter when the war terminates,
it will find the general state of Europe much as
it was on July 31, 1914, The same countries
will in all probability be governed in the same
fashion, with the same ruling famlilies to domi-
nate the succession to the thrones, and, leaving
nalde some of the minor adjustments of boun-
dary lines, the frontiers will be practically the
same,

Poles, Lithuanians and others of the “sub-
merged” peoples of Burope have feolt a new birth
of nationalism stirring within them since the war
commencad, and have allowed thelr aspirations
to take the form of such propaganda as brings
attantion to the hope they indulge. Other than
this, they are powerless, and no good reason ap-
poars to support the opinion that Russia, Ger-
many or Austria will greatly modify the rule
that has controlled Europe since the downfal]l of
Napoleon. Some changes have loug been fore-
casted. For example, it has been admitted by
most students that Bohemia will secure certain
covetad concessions from Hungary when a suo-
oessor to Frincls Joseph comes to the throne,

ocome o pass that Herzogovinls and Bosula will
return to thelr independent stats, and that the
people of Poland and Lithuania will secure soms
relaxation of the Iron rule under which they
have existed for several generstions. Turkey
may fioally vanlsh from Buropa, but it Is hardiy
lkely the political or economic statfis of the
Balkan nations will be greatly changed by the
pettiement.

At present Germany would willingly listen
to peace proposals from its foes, for the Ger
mans are in the better position to enter into
negotiations. Only when the Triple Entente
allles are elther badiy set back or shall have

schloved somathing of marked advantage, plac-
Ing them on an equal footlng at least with the
central powers, however, may we look for peace
overturesa from them. It is time wasted to talk
of everturned dynasties or of making a brand
new map of Europe. :
