To such ausstions as
this any British subject can mive but one
answor and that is the war will iaxt until
tha causs of the allies has beon brought
to & suceessful fssus and Burope and the
world have been relleved from the ideals
Invalved in the aggresslon of I‘runlan!
damination. |

Pence Not in Voonbulary, |

‘“'ha word peace docs not enter 1nln1'
our voeabulary at present. It is banished
from our conversation as something im-
moral and impossible under oxisting cir- |
ctimstances,. And yet we are the most|
peace-loving peopie In the world, a nation
which, throughout the globe, within Its |
many dominions, has inculcated good gov- |
ernment and soclal and industrinl Prog- |
rega and the frea exercise, In lta widest
penae, of civil and religlous liberty. l

“Rightly or wrongly we have in the
past devoted our energies and our intelli- |
gence not to preparantions for war, bt
to tha! social progress which makes for
the happinesa and the ocontentment of
the mass of our people. And In this, no
doubt, ia the resmson why other nations
imagine that we, ms a nation of shop-
keepers, are too Indolent and apathetie
to fight for and maintaln thess pricelées
liberties won by the men who laid the
foundation of our vast empire,

Foenx Are Mistaken,

“But they are entirely mistaken In
forming any wsuch estimate of the
temperament or determination of our
people. Great Britain hates war and no
nation enlters miafe reluctantly upon lts
horrible and devasiating operations but,
at the same time, no nation, when it Ia
driven to war by the macliinations of Iis
foos who desire to filch from it or from
its eo-champlons of liberty any portion
of thelr inherited freedom, 18 more re-
solved Lo seo the matter through, at what-
ever coat, to & successful lssue,

“A year of war has transformed CGreat |
Britaln. Of our navy, 1 nesd hardly |
gpeak. Tt has held up to the fullest ex-
tent the great traditions which rills the
pages of history in the past; it has
driven 1ts enemies off the seas; it holda
vast ocenns free for almost uninterrupted
commerce of neutral powers, and it has
praserved these highways for ita own
supplies. of materfals and food without
interruption.

Perll of Smhmarine,

“I do not minlmize the peril of the
submarine, which is in process of belng
denlt with through the careful and sealous
watchfulness of our admiralty; but
while the subpiarine has enabled the
Germans to commit savage and inhuman
mtrooitien contrary to the laws of eivili-
gation and against the settled rules of
intarnational law, it has done nothing to
affect the vast commerce of our empire.

“The @arman submarine attack has
pignally failed to hamper our milltary
operations. Under the prolection of our
navy hundreds of thousands of men have
been brought o the fighting ares from
the most distant parts of the empire.
Troop ships are crossing dally to France
and not & single ship or soldler has been
loat in the passage. The manner in which
our troops have receéived thelr supplles 1=
a mource of satisfaction to us and ad-
miration of our encmien.”

England to Declare
Cotton _@ntraband
