Not only waa there greatly Improved ao.tlvlty reported a to threshing and hip-
ping the winter crop, but the outlook In
the apring wheat atatea waa preeented Ina much more successful aplrlt than was
O.e caae on the pravloua day. At theaame time, however, the uncertainty ex-
pressed aa to black ruat waa aufriclnntto make traders cautious about pressing
the bear aid on extrema break.Signs of aomewhat enlarged export buy-
ing brought about a rally In tha wheat
market after midday, but tba affect failed
to laat.

Corn went lower with wheat. Tha cooltemperature prevailing, though, acted aa
ti check on the bears.

In the oata crowd, country offering!
were mora plentiful. Value tended down-
ward almost from the atart.
