The fire underwriters are bringing all sorts
of pressure to bear upon the city authorities for
the replacement of onr fire alarm system at o
cost of approximately $160.000, to say nothing
of largely added axpénss of malntenance, hold-

exacted sxtortionate fire rates, and an implled
threat that no reduction will be fortheoming
until this demand s met,

vestment in fire alarm apparstus, and in view
of olir past experience, to put it in writlen con-

Omaha’s present fre rates date back many
years, and are made up of numerous penalties
charged against us for alleged shortcomings in
fire protection. B8ince thoss rates were made,
nowever, many of the defects have been re-
moved, and tremendous advances made in lens-
ening fire risk. The bugaboo used to be the
single line connection to the pumping plant in
Floranee, which has now been remedied by the
construction of a second main, The water dis-
tribution has also been bettered hy plpe exten-
slons In all directions, by Increass of pumpage
facilities, and by enlargement of storage reser-
voira. But no recognition whatever hag come
from the underwriters In rate-making.

Omaha Is today epending more on Ita flre
department per capita, and proportionataly to
other municipal activities, than any other city In
the country.
