pherift, some of the cattlemen have been
driving thelr cattle across the river
from the north part to stationa on the
ralrload acrosa the river in the part
not quarantined and shipping them away.

It i clalmed that enes load from the
mmrantined torritory was shipped to
Omaha last week, Monday afternoon lnst
it was alloged that forty-two bead wers
driven aoross and the sheriff, following
the Instructions of Stala Veterinarian
Anderson, has notifled nll statlon agents
1o keap watch and seo that no more cat-
tia are shipped Thia may result In
quarantining the whole of Morrill county.
