By this act alons, In
isan than alx years' time, tha physical
plant of the Institution will be rove
than twice the present sise and will he
equipped to accommodate more than
twioe Lhe present number of studenta
The activity of Chancellor Avery in the
matter of university extension haa prob
Ably resulted, or will resnlt, In the most
ripnificant development that the univer
alty may experience In ila history,

The lale Dr. Chariea B Hossey was one
O the milestones In the university his
tory. His fame as a botanist of interna-
tional repute, his Isbors In Nebraika for
the benefit of the peopls of Nebraska, his
long years of devoted service to the uni
varsity he loved so well, In spite of op-
portunities for a more lucrative service
elsewhere, his great kindness, natural
aympathy and close personal touch with
the students; thesa and many other ela-
ments of greatness, made Dr. Besssy nl-
moxt an Institution within an Institution
Through Dr. Beassy the University of
Nebraska became known to a large nume
ber of peopla wlio might otherwise have
remained Ignorant of its great services
Dr. Bessey was one of tho largest and
best advertisements the Institution ever
had and the university feels his loss
most keenly,

lége of Law and has behind him & record
for honesty, efficlency and broad scholar-
