This rapld diminstion |
tn the number of colleges bagan with the
graation of the council on medioal sdu-
cation of the American Medical associa-
tlon In 1906, The largest number elosing
in aingle years wers tan in 107, when
the souncil's fret classification of mad-
foal colleges was prepared; thirteen In

the third classification was mades pub-

Tha total numbar of collegea is grow-
ing smaller, and s approsching more
nearly the normal sopply for thia eoun-
try. But the high grade, stronger med. |
fonl oolleges are oconstantly inereasing.
There are still sixtean cities, each of which
has two or more medical schools, and In
two of these mergers are soarosly pos-
sibls, owing te the fact that the schools
are for different reoes, leaving fourteen
oltles where mergers are atill
Thess citles and the number of colleges
in ench are: Chioago, sight; New York,
soven; Phliadelphin, =ix; Boston, four;
San Franclsco, three; Bt. Louls, thres;
Washinglon, thres, and thers are two
colleges ench In Ann Arbor, Baltimors,
Cincinnatl, Columbua, Jlowa City, Los
Angeles and Omaha. In ¥4 thers were
twenty-four citios having eash from two
to fourteon medical schoola The highest
davelopment of medionl eduoation In these
citles Is preventad by the existence of
too many competing medical schools
For the further improvement not only
of undergraduate, but also of greduats
medical instruction in this country, there
should be other mergers in the fourteen
citiss named. .
