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Work of Belgian Relief Commission.

Other matters bave clalmed the passing

putice of the American public to the exclusion
of such toples as the relief work that la beling
done for the helpless in the war zone, but the
nrganization earrying forward that philanthrople
tusk hae not slackened 1ts efforts, even If It is
not so prominently mentioned na i1t was during
thie earller weaks of the war, A voluminous de-
tall reporta of the operation of the Belgian Re-
Liof eommission has just been made public, and
some of its Tigures are amazing. For example, It
in stated that up to June 230, lost, this commis-
wion had sent through the lines Into the devas-
inied region of Belglum and Frapes 530,000 tons
ol food supplies. Thin has been divided be-
tween the Belgians and the 2,600,000 Franch in
the reglon back of the German lines, who have
no other soures of rellef. It has been popularly
supposed that most of the Belgians fled thelr
country toa England and Holland, but the com-
mission reports that only ahout R00,000 are
refigecs from home, while about 7,000,000 re-
main to be fed, The situation has undergone a
marked improvement since the work became ef-
foctively organized, but the activity of the com-
misnlan musg he nnremittingly continved

One of the peculiar effecta of the work as
managed has been to put the Belglan paper
money on & gold basis; this was brought about
through econtrol of Belglan finances by the com-
nilsslon and |ts exchange agreements, many and
complicated, but sufficient to effect tha estab-
lishment of the parity that has placed the sev-
eral communes of Belgium In a position to real-
ize tha full benefit of their savings, The Ger-
mans have co-operated with the work to the ex-
tant of relaxing arbitrary military rule in many
| cases, so as to facllitate movement and delivery
| of goods.
