PETROGRAD, Bept. 3—{(Via London)

offlee. The Germans have been pushed
back twenty-five miler from the terminal
station at Glubokol on the Svientsyanvo-
ubokol ralilway to a point midway to
the Viina-Dvinsk rallway.

West and south of Molodechna the
Germans have been forced batk eight
miles ncross the Lida-Molodechno rull
WaYy .

At mo parts of the northern lines have
GJerman gains been announced althoukh
battles of great Intensity are being
fought on the elghty-mile line from
Koxiany on the Disno river to Krive.

The Germans have concentrated strong
forces along this line, including oconsid-
mrable bodies of troops drawn from the
Pripet region.

South of the Pripet, the Germans have
won a local success at Clartorisk, twenty
miles west of the rallway junciion at
Barny. They appear to have galnad con-
trol of the Styr to a polat south of
Lautak.

A strong effort also is being made by
the (Germans in the reglon of Nowo
Alexiniec, fifteen miles north of Tarmo-
pol, The Russian authorities believe this
movement represents an attempt to reach
the great highway between Hremenatx
and Ostrog. Further south on the Stripa,
west of Tarnopol, the Rumisns bhave bhad
the best of the fighting.

Permanent Body Which Will Fix

Dates Declared Superior to
0ld Method.

WOULD ELIMINATE POLITICS

A pormanent tariff commisaion waa
advocated by Howard . Gross of Chi-
cago, president of the Tariff Commbssion
leagwe, in his addresa before the Na-
tlonal ¥Farm congress Thursday nfter-
noon. He pointed out that in former
commisslons four men were nppnlntmﬂ
from the aanme politieal party with llm!
prestdent, while three were appoluted
from the other party, \

“I'e proposed commission,” hs said,
“in 0 be so composed that no more than !
thred wmen may be of any one pary. |
This will make it impossible for any one |
party to dominate lbhe commiasion,

“No functlon of our pulille business
haa been more poorly and slovenly done
than making the tariff., Every tariff
aot for the last forty yesrs has besn
buflt upon misinformation or informe-
tion from Inapired pources, and the re- |
sult has been so thoroughly bad that the
people at the first opportunity have re-
Jected L.
