knell of the street falr as a place of amusement

Morehead, the Money and the Law,

A n member of the Nebraska leglalature
John H., Morehead helped to enact the Gerdes
law, which requires that all fees collected by any
ofMeer of the state of Nebraska be pald inta
the state treasury, from whonce thay can only
be taken by due process of law.

Co-Operation in Foreign Selling.

Locomotive makers are the latest group to
approach the Foderal Trade commission for per-
minslon to unite their Interests and efforta in
the work of securing foreign trade. They point
out, as bave other groups of manufacturers, the
difticulties encounterad in undertaking to act
as Individuals, particularly the opposition that
is natural from forelgn competitors who ars
permitied to met jointly, The loglie of the case
is apparent; the objection to It lea chiefly in
the faet that co-operation In the forelgn fleld
will load to similar actlon In domestic markets,
and thus the earefully erected structure of anti-
trust leglslation will ba nulliffed. But it s
plain that if our manunfacturers are to make
headway In outslde markets, they must have
something like an equal start with thelr compe-
titors. Co-operstion may ba the secret of the
process that is to give us control, At any rate,
It seems to be most ardently desired by most
of the concerns that are In posftion to enter the
field of world's commerce.
