Prtoes am Board of Trad.

CHICAGO. Oct. 19. Bearish effects of
the Immense receipts of wheat In th
northwest were mostly offset here today
by the absence of any great accumulation
of stock there or elsewhere. The mar-
ket olosed nervous, a shade to 14c net
lower, with December at $1.0ti148,1.0&. and
may at i.vi?t. oorn rinisned 44c to Nc
down; oat, off 4ta. and provisions
showing losses of lOo to 6Ko.
