with smaller dealers, and that as a
resull their business really suffered
instead of making gains. For this
reason, they sald, they could not find
thelr way clear to continua to dis-
play.

For a ahort time it was fonred the show
woluld be abandoned
ths big dealera dropped oul Sieux Oty
&M detide to abandon the show, but Min
neapolls, Des Molnes and Kamsas Chty
asnsurged that they will comtlnue to
hold anniml Adlsplays even though the
same opposition was encountorod, Thia
prompiad the Omaha directors to get to-
gother and make a canvass of Omaha
demlors.
