He penetrated Tibet, but
had to come home abandoning the object
of his exploration, Later, after a long
study of the Tibetan language, hn made
his way through mountain and forest
and evercoming many hardahips flnally
succeeded In entoring Tibet on Auvgust
8 188 three years after his departure
from Japan. His wanderings in the In-
terior were mostly In the disgulse of a
traveling physiclan, After studying the
Tibetan religion and conditions for tem
years he was given coples of the San-
skrit Buddhist scriptures and returned
to Japan.
