Money to the Governor,

Just why the money should be sent to|
the governor la not known, when the
treasurer v the custotssn of funds be-
longing to the stats, but that bas always
beon done and has been continued, Why
this fund ghould be placed In the general
fund to be drawm on In the way 1t Is
when It Is a specific fund for a specific
purposs 18 another mystery. Supposs the
general fund of the stale shotuld become
deploted. It would slmply mean that in-
rtead of the money being there for the
purpose of rellef for the old soldiers,
warrants would have to be tuimed down
or registered and cashed In at a dis-
count and thoa fund given for the pur
posa would be insufficient to cover Lheo
purpose becaussa It had been used for
somothing else. Btate Treasurer Hall is
of the oplnion that the fund has not right |
In the goneral fund and should not he dl-
verted for any other purpose that r.hat|
for which it is intended,

Other Pecullarities,

A fund which 1s pald Into the Institute
for the Feeble Minded at Beatrice is also
handled peculinrly., The statutes cover-
ing the disposition of funds to state in-
stitutions say that It shall be unlawfol
or any offiela]l of a state Institution to
recelve any feea or any money belonging
to the state without paving the same
into the state treasury, but provides that
“the head of any institutlon recelving
from any mource funds to be held In
trust an® expended for the benefit of any
inmate thercof, shall not be required to
ay such trust funds Into the state treas-
ury as pro\Med hereln, but shall at the
end of each month file with the state
auditor a detalled and nttested statement
of all sueh moneya recelved and expended
by him or her."”

The Beatrice institute recelves from the
different countles of the state which have
Inmates In the Institution & certain
amount of money each year for the sup-
ply of clothing, ete., to the Inmates. This
amounts to a conslderable sum, but, ac-
enrdtng to the state auditor, the superin-
tendent of the Beatrico Institution has
made no report on this fund, and nelthes
has the State Board of Control reguired
the superintendent to make any report
to them, according to information given
out at the office of the secretary of
the board.

Why ia Law Disregarded,

Just why the law, so plainly writton,
should be Ignored and the superintendent
of an Inatitution given money to handle
without reporting the amount reeeived
or es ded, as the law requires, is not
known, and while democratic state of-
flolals are quarrelling over how they
shall get money they think they ought
to have, thelr attention ls called to an-
other officlal who has money to bury
and does not take the trouble to report
how much he burns It. The statutes in
the casa givea a clear Instruction, but |t
Ia utterly ignored.

It would appear that what is requlired
of one institution ls not of another. The
Boldlers’ Home peopls are required to
put thelr trust fund In the general fund
of the state, but the superintendent of
another Ingtitution takes his and spends
it &~ he pleases and makes no report.
