Premier Asquith Says Total Number
of Casualties in France and
Flandery in 377,000,

GERMANS NOT MAKING GAINS

LONDON, Nov, 1.—In hils anddress
before the House of Commons this
gfternoon Premier Asquith stated
that Field Marshal Sir John French,
cemmander of the British forces on
the Franco-Belgian front, was now
in command of nearly 1,000,000 men.

Mr. Asquith sald the total casualties
Ia FPrance and Flanders amounted to
297,000, He asserted the Germans
had not made a net gain of a foot of
ground since April.

The premier nccepted his full ghare of
the responmbiiity for the firet attack on
the Dardanellen. which restilted In faii
ure, with the loss of several capital ships
He mid this atiack was mude after full
investigation and consultation with naval
exports, and that It was sanctioned hy
the govermment, notwithstanding mome
deubts in the mind of the governmenti's
principal adviser

Reviewing 'the work of Fritlsh sub-
marines in the Turkish campuign the
promier sald that in the Bes of Marmora
they had sunk or damaged two battle
shipe, five gunboats, one torpeds boat,
eight tranaports and 197 aupply shipa

Mr. Asquith said thers was full agree-
ment between CGreat Hritaln and France
te malntain Independence of Herbin and
not let it “become the prey of the min-
stor and nefarious combination of Ger-
many, Austrin and Bulgaria.™

that the nation must be prepared to make
far groater sacrifices than It had yet
done 16 enable It to sustaln the burden
imposed by the war.
