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Whether the workmen's compensation law
enacted by the last Nebraska legislature is to be
put 1o foree or remain inoperative will be deter-
minsd by the voters at the coming election,

There are saveral provisions in (his act,
which, we frankly confoss, are not what thay
would Bbe II we hadl written them, but yet the
underlying principle of compensation in place of
litigntion for Industrisl accldenta 18 8o sound,
and in actord with the progressive thought of
the time, that we belleve It far better that the
voters approve the law, and thus put It into ef-
feet, relying on the legislature later to remedy
cr perfect snch fsatures as experience may show
noed improvement,

This conclusion s supporied by snother
reason, which should be generally understood.
it In notorfous that the reféersndum on this act
‘was inspired and financed by eerisln so-ealled
personal-injury lawyers, who #se 'n It an Inter-
farence with their business of suing employers
for damages on a G0 per cent. contingent fes
basis. Thess lawyers rightly fizured that the
money they would spend fo procure the neéces-
sary signatures to the referendum petition
would be more than made up to them out of
their shares of damage verdicts obtalned during
the year and a half the law would be held In
abeyance even If it were finally sdopted.

On this theory, It the preseni law Is voted
down, the same agencigs would find 1t profitable
to take a referendum upon any future law that
may be enacted as & substitute, and to repeat
the performance so that Nebrasks could never
ddopt fhe ecompénshtion prineiple without an

affirmativa vote on referendum. What the peo-
pls of Nebraska are to vole on, therefore, is not
this partenlar compensation law as agalnat a
better one, but this compensation law as against
fio compenestion law at all, On that lseus we
are for ahproving the law.
