The first report discloses that it was

’lu compel the Germans to turn their backa
on the French oapital,

Two days inter the Garmans, according
to the report, ware hack across the Alsne,
having lost heavily In moen, guns and

Tn the second report, whioh In dated Op-
tober 18 General French refers to the at-
