FEAR TELLING DEATH RATE IS

Clergymen Walve Personal Mare
ringe Fee and Are Aaking that
ftamp Tax Be Abollahed in
Case of Soldlers,

(Correspondeance of the Assoclated Presa)

LONDON, Oet. 3 —Aroused by the poal-
tive gteps taken by Germany and Aus-
trin 1o protect themeelves agnmst a fall-
fng birth rate and the telling death rate
ingidental to the war, England i= now en-
couraging the marriage of rectruits soon
to go on forelgn service.

At the suggestion of tha Archblshop of
Canterbury Lhe diocesan blahops of the
Church of England have made marked
decreares In the feesm charged soldlers for
marriage licensss and clergymen through-
out the Island are walving thelr personal
fegs. .

In Germany ahd Austrin fees for mar-
ringes were waived ontively where sm-
diera and sallors were unable to pay and
in many citles clergymoen married tha
warriors and thelr swesthearts in large
companies where the hasty depaiture of
troops made it impomibls for soparate
cereinonies to be held

Gold wodding rings wers dons away
with and jron rings substiluted for the
feramony, Then the married women who
alrsady had pold wedding rings offered
them ns contributions to tha war fund
and replaced them with rings similar to
those worn by the war brides

Wanr Drides Cheered,

German officlals frankly discussed the
necemity for the marriage of soldlarn and
urged immediate ceremanies upon young
women as a patrlotle duty, Tho war
brides were choared with mueh enthus-
faam and the churches were orowded
when the large wedding parties spole
the ceremony in comcert,

Although the number of women In Eng-
land far exceeds that of men, the volun.
tesr army is comparatively small here
and most of the recruits are not trained
soldiers Immedintely avallable for forelgn
service, Consequently there I8 not the
pressing demand for immodiate marriages
here that existed on the continent. Sl
the government realizes the terrible dmin
the war will makae on the virile manhood
of Oreat Britaln and s quietly encour-
aging recruits to marry.

Wonld Walve Stamp Tax.

The archblshop of Canterbury s en-
deavoring to have the government walve
the stamp fea of $2.60 which it imposes on
each marriage oertificate and diocesan
bishops have reduced the marriags licenne
fes to 260 In the case of soldlers and
mallors of limited means. Formerly 18
cost 310 to procure a marriege lcense
properly stamped by the government,
Thoe cost 1s now 3 and the archblahop of
Canterbury hopes to have it lowered to
5050 through the withdrawal of the stamp
tax of the government. Clergymen now
whiva thelr personal fee in the case of
soldiers,

German officlals presented to the young
women of the emplre the slight chance
they would have for matrimony after the
departure of thalr soldler pweethearts
and called attention to the pension pald
to war widowa for the support of them-
melves ond their childran.

Men of Young Age.

Nearly 500,%% recruits are guartered In
cpmps  sosttered  throughout England,
This new army of Kitchener's probably
will not he sant to the continent for at
least six monthy unless some unexpected
calamity arives. All the men in the army
who have not had previous military ex-
perience nre less than 3 years old and g
majority of tham are unmarried.

During nine days' bombardment, elghty-|
two of ita 700 houses were demonished |
and 800 wers rendered uninhabitable, In
this case ths OGerman commander con-
sented not to levy a war fine on the||
town and dispensed the inhabitants from |
all requia'tions, whieh waas all the same |
to them, since there was nothing left|
in the place worth having. !

This time, as has been the case with|
most of the military operations, no one |
but the genera! siaff and the Inhabit-
ants of the reglon knew that the town
had been taken until Its recceupation by
French troops was announced.

The clrcumstances of the entry of the
Jermans are characteristic of the pres-|
ent campalgn. After an unoqual strug-|
gle between a small detachment of Al

nheent, Finding no one at the Hotel de
Ville, Colonel Gotberg, the German gov-
ernor, sent for Monsieur Line, & clty
councillor, and Informed him that It
would be necessary for him to get to-
gether a commission of & domen Import-
ant citisens who should answer with
thelr llves for the beanevolent behavior
of the citizens townrd the German troops,
and that the commisslon must present
itaslf to the govermor within an hour or
Monsieur Line would be shot.
War Contribuilon Demanded.

‘From thls commities the governor de-
manded a war contrfbution of 300,000
franes, which must be forthcoming the
following morning. ‘‘'We certainly ahall
not pay 1t replled Monsteur Line, ' be-
cause all the money of the city and the
recaipts of the flescal department have |
been transportsd to Rouen, and all of the!
rich citizens are at the seashore; all we!
