OMAHA, Oct. 24. 1M4.
An enormous business was agnln

transacteil In cash wheat yesterday. Theeagerness of foreigners to absorb every
pound of this grain, whether In a de-
sirable position for Immediate shipment
or whether it could be obtained later In
the year, reflected the pressing wants of
some of the Important nations.

There has been up to the present time

ATTACKED BY PIGMY RATTLER

Harmless ana Venomona Reptiles
Kneenntered In the Wilds

of Florida.

In a smsll poh'1 raptured several of
the banded water snakes (Tropldonotus
facclatus). One, a large snd richly marked
specimen, was lying colled under the
water, which was about four Incite deep,
and lyings as h waa among ths short
growth of vegetation, I nearly atspped on
him before I gaw Mm. On placing; tha
forked stick over him he wound up It a
far a he could and struck viciously at
everything In reach, but wag soon grasped
by the neck gnd placed Into a bsg. These
water snakes, though nonvsnomous, wars
by a great majority of ths pec.pl ws met
thought to be very poisonous.

Many snakes were uncovered tn turning;
over th fan; mostly vary younr cotton --

mouths, which very strongly resemble ths
young copperheads (Anclstrodon eontor-trl- x)

aad ths pygmy rattler (fltxtrusus
mllsrtua). Ths diminutive rattlesnake
would generally be found soiled on tha
projecting be ef a palm and covered
by a palm fan. Nona that ws caught
mad any attempt to escape, bat they
wer reedy to do mischief If thgr had tho
chance. T7ty war so small, generally
from 1$ to 1( Inches, that their rattling
could not b heard unless held slo to
the ear.

My partner had a narrow sscap from
being bitten by ons of them. He had
broken open a hollow log on th Inside
of which war a number of empty ghelis
of snak sgg-prob- ably tha klnganak or
blaoksnake-a- nd n ho reached to pick
one of them up for closer examination,
hs caught sight of a pygmy rattler eollsd
partly under some piece of ths rotting
sor of th log and Jerked his hand
away just In time, for ths Ilttl snake
truck viciously, narrowly missfnf It.
W brok open all tho hollow logs which

we found, and In doing so found savers!vry fine specimen of th klngsnake
(Ophlbolus getulus). Usually when ws
found ons w would find another on very
clos by. These snakss, whlls of rather
quarrelsome dlspoaltlon among thtmselvo
or with other gnskea, ars remarkably gen-
ii with man. Not o of the several we
caught made any attempt to bits, nor
showed any nervousness. When handled
they would usually eoll tightly around
Ih arm, probably to prsvsnt falling-- and
than would start slowly on an sxplorlpg
expedition. Thsse snakes are powerful
constrictors, feeding principally upon ob-
noxious rodents and other- - snak; thybav been known to kill th deadly

rattlesnake (Crotolug adaman-teus- ),
although they havn no preference

and will as readily kill and devour thagonvenomoue specie.-N- ew Tort Bun.
