Quotes Sapreme Court.

“A lurge proportlon of the exporis of
this country has been conslgned to neu-
tral ports, and sccording to evidenoe In
our possession has been transmitted from
them to » belligerent eountry, As you
Are aware, the supreme oourt of the
United States in 188 considered vessels
A8 carrying contraband, although salling
from one neutral port to another, If the
goods concerned were destined (o be
trunsported by land or ses from the neu-
tral port of landing Inte an anemy's
country. It then decided that the char-
acter of the goods is determined by thelr
ultimate and not thelr lmmediste des-
tination. and this dootrine waas at the
time acqulesoed in by Clreat Britain, al-
though Its own trede was the chief wuf-
ferer,

“On the other hand, the neutral coun-
tries concerned, who ure anxious in the
intersata of neutrality to avold belng
used as basos for hosti!ities by elther
belligerent. now are making arrange-
maents which will give sure guarantses
that articles which may be used in war
ahall not be re-exported. Inm a word,
they are anxious to prevent thelr ports
from the back deoor of elther
belligerent. * When these Arrangoments
are complete, it s to be confidently
hoped that trade between neutrals will
be subject to littls or po hindrance.

“It s to be hoped that for the future
adequate precaution will be taken in
order to show the real destination of
Eoods consigmed to neutrals which, 1 4
trans-shipped to a belllgerent, might be
used for belligerent purposes.

"I may observe in conclusion that sl
though the Rritish government has de-
tained cargoea of contraband In order to
make stre that they are really Intended
for neutml countries and have retained
flome CArgots suoh as copper destined for
Kruppa' ammunition works, they have
not yet taken a single cargo without pay-
Ing for it and have allowed every cargoe
roally destined for neutral ecuntries to
Procesd to Its destination.
