Suns .

Question-—"What s the acoepted or re-
Jected theory of modarn astronomy reo-
garding the Infinitude of suna?"’

Answer—The photographs of 50
standard plates shows the poinia or
images of 100,000,000 suns. Those have
not been actuallly counted, but piates se«
cured by exposure Iin telecameras fto
typleal regions of the sky have, and the
entire numbor has been subjected to the
caloulus of probabllities, resulting in the
general number of 100,000,000 colossal
suns

These have been welghod. That fs,
thelr combined force of gravitationsl at-
traction has been computed. This Jled
to one of the most overwhelming dlscoy-
orins, namely, thie entire pull of attrac-
tone of the quantity of matter in 100
000,000 muns us moasslve as our own sun
could not begin te impart the high speci-
fic speeds of eevoral well known “‘rune
away"” suns. These are Gashing through
what has been named space with velogl-
ties po muoh greater than all other suns
that they are a o'ass by themselves,

Our sun contalne 3343 tUmes maore
matter than is In the earth, and this
multiplied by 100,000,000 reveals the quan-
tity of matter known to exist, beyond all
human lmaginatlon. But this Immense
miss may alimost be Ignored as & mere
fraction In comparisen with the gigantie
gquantity necessnry to impart a velocity
of from 160 to 300 miles per second (o
these suns flylng athwart the sidereal
universe

Leat the number of thess suns or dark
bodies run up to trillions or actrilllons,
then the entire quantity of matter in all
of them would be leas than the weight
of one grain of sand, If compared to an
infinite quantity of matter,
