Yet nothing can be surer than that a
race of Intclligent belngs, capable of
dolng what Prof. Lowell and others aver
that the Inhabitants of Mars have done
would mot only wish to communicatse
with other planets, but might possess the
means of realizsing that wish.

Light signals have been suggesied ns o
jaethod of Interplanetary communication,
but as far as our present knowledge
serves as a guide It would spem that elec-
tric waves, llke those employed In wire-
fems telegraphy, offer the greater prom-
ise of wsuccess, =

An electric signal would come from
Mars to the sarth when they are nearest
to one anpgther (about 30,000,000 milea) in
somothing over three minutes. The same
slgnal would taks less than the sixtieth
of & second to oroas the Atlantic. We
oan drive the electrin waves aarcss the
ocean, but to drive tham 12,000 tlmes far-
ther would demand millions of times
more energy, and that, at present. Is
beyond our reach.

It dots not follow that such energy Is
necassarily bevond the reach of the sup-
posad inhabitants of Mars. Tn fact, {f we
aocept the oonclusions of Towell eon-
cerning the achlevements of the Marians
at homs, it I only logieal to think that
they could construct s wirelees telegraph
plant capabla of messages Lo us.
It certainly would be no meors wonderful
than the gigantic system of Irrigating
canals, supplied with snow waber pumped
from the polar oaps, which has besn con-
fidently credited to their engineering
gonius by the same opthmistic observer,
1 v If there are highly intelligent belngs on
3 & Mars we can hardly doubt that they

. . 1 bave long been speculating about our
planet, which must be a very brilllant ob-
Ject in thelr aky. If, further, as Inhabi-
tants of an older world than ours, they
possean vastly greater command over ths
forces of nature than we have yet
achleved, it ssema certain that they
would make an attempt to communicate
with us, or st least to find out whather
we exist or not.
