LONDON, Nov. 8—A Petrograd dis-
patel to the Post says: “The rapldity,

Foland has been unequalled since the
days of Napoleon. Deducting the time
spent In actual fighting, the Rusalan

pursult has been pressed for more than
n woek at o rate averaging fourteen miles
per day over the Polleh ronds, which are
very heavy after the ralny season.

“There {8 belleved to be no doubt that
the Germans in their reireat passed
Czénstoohows without stopbing. The
troopa of this column which apparently
were marching In good order, were prob.
ably the first line of the German divisions
