New Methods Adopted.
“What was the soul of the fifteenth |
century? Jt was the soul of the break- |
up of the old and the daw ning of the
new: it was the soul of Invention and
discovery: of mankind entering upon |
new paths and making trial of new |
methode. For one thing it was the awak- |
ening of the soul after the long, ten- |
centuried sleep of the midMe ages. Thoe |
human intellect and the whole mental
life of man wero reborn. !

“The fifteenth century was the century
of the renaissance which, taking its rise
in beautiful, cultured, wrtistic and}
fascinating Italy, spread thence to all
Hurope and ultimately to all the world. |
The fifteenth century witnessed the so-
callad ‘revival of learning;’” the resur- |
recilon of art and culture, the resur- !
vection of reason. the general stimulation
and kin¥ing of all the Intellectual faoul-
ties, due to renewed acquaintance with
the anclont and classical literatures of
Greoce and Rome, made possible by tha
discovery of ancient manuscript, and im-
mensely furthered by the newly-dis.
