He said It Is apparent to any student
of history om & Iarge that the
worlid has been tonding toward a world
society, “and.,” he sald, “the warld is
just comihg to the close of the Tirst great
epoch of its history, which will be marked
by the formation of a world soeclety,”
Interdependence of Natlons.

iHe potnted out the esveni Lo whieh this
world society hans already been developed |
In the Intricate inlerdependence of nations f
Hpon one another In agriculture, In manu-
facture, I commeéree and in finance.

The apeaker attempted to show some
of the things the delegates of the
present wariing netions must Keep in
mind when they finrlly mect In eouncil
to adjust differencea and make peace, If
they really desite a world peace. Ha
eald Lthey must recognize that nationality
camot be stamped out by merely destroy-
ing the outer form of a nation's life. He
fHustrated Poland divided among soveral
nations many generations ago, and yot
more allve In spirit today than eaver. He
pointed to Alsace-Lorraine, takem from
the French by Germany in 1§79, and to-
day still keenly French In spicit,. He
showed that this Important fact must be
recognized by thogse who seelt to make
permanent pesce.

Other Problems Loom.

“You hear some people say,” sald the
spenker, “that {f Germany s defeated the
country will be divided up and that part
of it will go to Russia, part to England,
part to France and so on,

"What rank nonsense that is! If that
ware done you could not destroy the na-
tionality of Germany, anyway. What
folly to solve the Polleh, the Slavie and
the French problem and create the Ger-
manic problem. The mon who gather
around in a peace council this time must
take care that In settling this great preb-
lem they do not slmply create another
perhaps greater one

GERMANS SUFFER NO LOSS

All Partles Acelnim Declaration in
Saxon Dilet Peace Will Not He
Made Without BSecari-
ties Aganinst Attnoks.

BERLIN (YVia Wireleaa to London), No-
vember 25 -The folowing Information
was given out In official quarters to the
press today:

“Yestarday's bombardment of Zee-
brugge and Heyst, Belsium.' by a Bri-
fsh squadron resulted In the destruction
of the hotels, and the flight of the In-
habitants. The German troops suffersd
no loas,

‘“Whea the Saxon dlet opened, the dec-
laration that pesce would be concluded

only afler the attainment of security

agalnst further attacks was enthuetastl-
cally aocclaumed by all parties, including
the socialists.

“Russian shipping comiphnies at Oddssn
havé withdrawn their #hips from the
Bluck Soa and the Sea of Amov as & con-
sequence of the Turkish naval supremacy
in those waters, 4 bombartdment of
Odessa 18 feared. The blockade of the
harbor of Libau places the control of the
Balllc Bea 1n the hands of the Germans,
while the freeming of the harbor of Arch-
angel (on the Whits Bea), severs Russian
communicalion with the sutaide world.

Asks Epglish Contributions,
“It s reported from Stockholln that

the Russian government has asked for
ingllah contributiona to the extent of
500,000,000 rubles  (860,000,0000 toward its
war loans.

“A brother of the shelk of the Senousi
Informad the Constantinople correspond-
ent of the Berilner Tageblatt that the
hostilities were not In any way directsd
against Jtaly, but only ugainst the triple
olntente powers. The shisk, he declared
had over 100,000 wariors under hils com-
