That treaty was the now famous
“serap of paper” which the German
Kalser tore up when King Albert, in-
slsting on respect for its provislons,
refused permission to the German
armies to pass through his domain
into France, Othérwise those armies
would first have to demolish all the
strong fortressea on the French
frontier. This perndsaion belng re-
fused, the Kalser proceaded to smash
the strong foriresses of Belglum, and
the Belglens, In spite of slgned
pledges of neutrality, became the figst
vietims of the war declared between
Germany and France, How they
fonght agninst those tregendous odds
and are sitH fighting asainst all
hope has won for them the admira-
tion of the civillaed worid.

King Albert himsel!f |s often in the
trenches with his men, splashed witi,
mud thrown up by German sheil
ke them often lacking the ordinar
comiorts of life,.
