GERMANS ADD NEW TERROR

Trench Howitzer is Now Most
Dreaded of New Weapons.

THROWS DISASTROUS SHELLS

While Only a Smaly Bore, It Throws
& Mach Larger Shell and Can
He Carried Short Dintances
by Two Men.

(Correapondence of The Assoclated Press)

LONDON, Nov, 8. —Krupp's baby how-
Itsap—-"minenwufer,'” It is callod by the
Germans <ia the latest terror the allled
armies are callsd upon to face in the
trenches. and Its novelty, lts comparative
simplicity and {ts destructivness attest
to the completencss of the German fight-
Ing squipment. The huge howlitsers with
which the Germans battered down the
strongent Belgian forts wore fhr a time
the most talked-of featurs of tha Ger-
man artillery; hut now that Colonel BE. D,
Bwinton, tha British “eye-witness'' with
the expeditionary force has drawn atien-
tion to this trench howlitzger, the British
preas Is describing it

The uniqueness of the little howltzer
lien in the faot that though itx caliber =

whose daiamater s more than a foot,
wolghing, with it» charge of high ex-
plosive, nearly 20 pounds. This Is done
by the simple expedient of attaching a
amall “adapter’’ to the shell, while the

sholl itself rests on the moutll of the
giun In & wort of a oup,
The “adapter” Is & metal bLar,, which

fits perfeotly Into the bore of the gun.
Belng expolied It takes with it the shell,
which promptly separates itself and com-
tinues its flight alone to fall In a trench
where Ity explosion demolishes earth-
worke so arduously prepared by the
allise. To visualize how It leaves the
howlitzer one hing but Lo Imagine a small
boy pincing a cherry with a pin thrust
in it over the mouth of a blow gun. The
Y"Minenwurfor's” shell is the cherry;

OSTEND A DIFFERENT TOWN

Normal Life of the City Completely
Changed Under Military Rule.

GERMANS RUNNING THE PLACE

(Correspondence of the Associated Preas.)
OSTEND, Belgium, Nov. 3.—The nor-
mal life of this usually lively city haa
been radically changed by the Gorman
military occupations. Inhabitants are for-
bidden to leave their houses between T in
the evening and 7 in the morning and no
lights may be shown during that time.
No one can leave the town without pass-
ports from the German authoritles,

The usual market gatherings are almont
suspended, Villages from outside Ostend
can come In only when attended by their
burgomasters and the market hours are
limited to Monday and Thureday morn-
inge.  All horses have beon taken by the
military authorities, so only dog carts
cin be used to bring food into the town
Butter, eggs, meat and vegetables are
cheap, but Ostend |8 without fish be-
cause all fishermen hava fled to England
Flshing would be Imposaible, becnuse all
civilans mre forbldden to mpproach the
coust and the Inhablitants of houses along
the senshore have been expelled,

Milltary Using Trama.

The rallways and electrie trama have
been stopped for everything exceplt milis
tary purposes and are being used might
and day for sending provision= to the
front and bringing back wounded. Little
in left of what formerly were Westende,
Dixmude, Schoore, Kamnkeppelem, St
Floters, Capelle and Menneksvere, and
over 160 farms in the neighborhood have
been destroyed.

Hundreds of wounded Belgians and
¥rench are brought 1o Ostend and those
who ¢an stand the journey are sent along
to Germany. A dozen or more Germans,
dead from their wounds, are huried here
every day. The wounded allies are well
cared for by the Germanas,

Ostend Is without newspapers, soap, oil,
candles and coffee. The Germans have
made heavy requistions not not only of
foodstuffs In large quantities, but of
vigars and wines and all available mat-
tresasn and coverm as well as clothing,
linen, wire and bleyclen. For the prop-
erty taken the Germans have given roqui-
sition notes amounting to $1,000,000, The
hotels are oocupled by German officers,
who live on the best of everylhing, Ger-
man hands play in the parks every day,
but have only the Germans as audiences,
becnuse the Belgians who are left, boy-
cott them.

PARIS, Nov. M-—Lovers of dogs will
be gratified to know that mso imposing
an organization me the Institute of Zoo-
logieal Peychology reports that the dogs
that accompany the Frehoch ambulances
are behaving well under fire. The di-
ractor of this Institute testifios: “All re-
porta Are most encouraging. Some of
the detalls of thelr instructions may be
bpen to question. It is probably bad that
they should be taught to bring in the
cups  and  handkerchlefs of wounded
soldlers, but our dogms of war are per-
forming noteworthy service, and it is a
pity that we have not many more of
them.”

The leader of one mection of the am-

bulance dogs sayn: ‘“The best dog glven
fo me at first pulled so hard on the leash
that he tired me otit: he would not al-
ways return on the first eall, a trick that
would be unfortunate under fire; he was
tarrified oven by distant artillery, and it
appeared as It he would be useless in
acllon, But In n week that dog was
valusble beyond words. 1 have today re-
turned with him  from recovering
wounded soldlers almost tn the enemy's
trenches with Incessant din all nround
him. Tonlght just before the ambulancea
were to return I took him out for one
last inspection. In m half hour he found
three soldiers who otherwise might have
dled of wxposure. Moreover, he neverp
touched one of them, but ran back and
forth till I came up to him.*
A writer In Le Matin claims that the
Germans have §7,000 dogs, mostly pur-
thased In France, that are now being
tralned to go with the ambilances. A
French soclety has been formed to train
dogs for this work, and already many
dogs are “at school.”” The Amieal club
