Ypres Doomed.

The oid and magnificent city of Tpres
was condemned to death cn the day when
the German smperor was obliged to give
i all hope of entering . The batterias
nol. heing sufficlent for that work of
Aestruction, tha enemy took to Houthem
an armored traln on the 24 and 2%d
inder the guldance of a captive balloon.

This train kept up an incessant fire of
rxplostves and incendiary shells. The
athedral bHalfry and the markst bulld-
nes puccessively collapsed, On the even-
ing of the 234 the main square of tha
ciiy was nothing more than a heap of
ruine

“The firing was kept yp continually in
arder to prevent the city from being
succored. but our sappers worked under
e shalls and succesdad In rescuing
many of the inhabitants, the city ro#om
and & few pictures in the museum. |

Gain Weld on Yeer.

On the 3th and Ith we succeeded,
to the south of Dixmude, in galning o
foot hold on the left bank of the TYser.
in spite of the enemy¥'s fire our troops
neld the ground without difficulty.

“"Further to the south a French army
corps advanced 3¢ metrea all along Its
front and has held ita ground. The shells
of the German artiliery sometimea do not
burst properly. Our infantry, in com-
parison with the Infantry of the enemy,
are very upirited. The¥y captured on the
Sth before Festobart, three inachine
gune, a light howitzer, 160 men and thres
ufficers,

pitontion Very Good.

“To sum_ up, our material and moral
situation from the sea to the Lyw ia very
good, From the Lyw to the Olse the
enemy has not shown grester activity
than on the nbrthern section. There waa
no attack by tbe infuntry. "The attacks
by the artllléry wére vory intermittant
sand were ldcKing spirit,  Our artillery
during that ‘week malntsined ita sdvan-
tage.

“On the 2d eur heavy guns near La
Basse sllenced completely the five of the
German batterles. On the 24th In the
same rogion the result waa the same. Omn
the 23th we destroyed .aftsr our aero-
rlanes had given us the ranges. Lwo ma-
chine guns.

“Our Infantry has gained brilllant re-
sults, It is to be noted, thgt overy ad
vance It makes ir al Lonce delloltely
sacured by the establishment of on-
trenchimenta. At Lievin on the st our
infantry brought to & head an sudacious
operation which had been prepared by
sapping.

Invade German Trench.

“Our troope imvaded a “Jerman trench,
killad 200 of ifs occupants und Instaljed
themselves In the trench, after haviog
burned, In front of I, two artillery ob-
wervation stands.

““With reference to the Jdistriet from
the Olse Lo the Voages: Ia this section,
the enemyi In-his statements, claima to
have given proofs of the greatest activity
and to have gained most of his success.
in reality ho has been a little more active
ihan in other soctions, except that he
never engaked more than one battalion
atl a time,

"Home of the Infantry actions are in-
teresting to note. On the 284 by a
magnificént defense, we maintained ail
our positions ih the Argonne, as well aw
pt Aux Eparges, against four exceed-
ingly florce attacks, Also on the th
on all ther polnts, It was we who made
progress.

Make an Advance.

“On the MeL to the south of Four-De-
Paris, we made an advance; on the 24th,
one of S0 metres noar Berry-Au-BHao;
another the same day to the enst of
Rheimes and .in the forest of Bolant, and
on the 3th atill another near Sounin.

“In, upper Alsace and in the Vosges, our
Alpine Infantry has asromed a remark-
able sseendancy over the enemy. Whon
they gee canfronted DY the ‘black devils'
the Germans do not leave their }nnrhﬂ_
Wa have taken from them all those that
were Impeding us.

‘In thin region, as glso in the vieinity
of S, Mibel, our heavy artillery has
made pearly impossible the victualling of
ithe enemy."’

WASHINGTON, Den, 1. =More than
500,006 people over 10 years of age wers
iengaged In professional pursuits In the
{ United States In 1010 than in 1900, mccord-
ing to figures today by the census bureau.
In 1§10 the number of persons angaged in
professional pursuits was 108,10, com-
pared with 136888 in 1900 .

Of thoss engaged In professional ocol-
pation in 1090, 1,151,708 were males and 78,
418 fomales. This compares with K7 M
malea and 430,607 females in 1800,

During the decade the proportion of
malea deareased In the professionus fram
658 to @1 per cent, whilo that of females
Inoreased from #4.2 to 3.0 per cent n
1910 thére wore four women to every seven
men sngaged In professional servies, o
larger proportion of the women being
