“It shall be unlawful to sell or to offer
or expose for sale articles of food which

notiry ne purchasing or Intending
to Nr:ﬁ.nm the ssame, that they have
besn so kept and it shall be unlawful to
represant or advertise as fresh goods, ar-
ticies of food which have been held in
cold storage.’

The passage of the cold storage luw has

One of which s that with this law in
torce all foods that have been held in
cold storage will be sold for exactly what
they are and sll peraons purchasing the
same will be fuily acquainted with them,
'The other ks that this law prevents fur-
ther the usual stigma piaced on foods
that are not what they should be and im-
mediately chaiged up to cold storage. 1f
ihey are cold storage foods the purchaser
knows it when he buys It

Case Againat Antoamohilist Whe
Frightened Team, Cans
ing Rumawny.

LINCOLN, Det. 4—<(8pscial }=The nu-|
preme court decides In the case of Bam
MoKennan agninst the Omaha & Councll
Riuffa Strest Rallway company, that “The
general publiec has an egqual right with
A& ®treet car company upon the publie
streets of a clty, but has not at all times
the same right upon the ttack of the
glrest car company. The public has a
right to cross or drive upon the stréet oar
tracks, but nol so as to hinder or Inter-
fere with the cars operated thereon.”
The case I8 one for damsges, In which
the supreme eourt had once before over-
ruled the judgment of 1B.5%0 secursd by
plaintiff against the street ear company
and n motion is made for rehearing. The
eourt in the maln stands by its former
opinfon and denles the application for ™y
rehearing. The maln controversy seems
to hinge on Lho rights of the public on &
streel car track, and the higher court In
the eyliabus of its opinion holde:

Duty of Motorman.
*I'he motorman of a street car s not
necessarily obllged to stop his car when
he sees o man driving in a vehicle along
the line of rallway ahead of the car: but
he may continue te run the car In A
proper manner until it appeara that the
driver lg In danger and is unaware or
hesdloss of his danger. It Is then his
dutly to use all reasonable care and dill-
gence to avold a collision. Beelng a man
driving along the track,. the motorman §
may assume that he will tumn aside and |
out of the way of the car, but he cannot
rest on Lthe assumption so long as to allow
his car to reach a point where Tt will l'-ol

imposgible for him to comntrol his car or
give warning in time to prevent injury |
to the man or vehlcle

“In such m case the motarman In charge
of the ¢ar shouid use the care and dill-
goence which an ordinary prudent person
would use under the circumstanoes,”

Tha oplnlon !s by Justice Letton with
a partial dissenting opinlon by Justice
Hamer, who doea not exactly Rgres as
to the righta of a vehicle on the car
tracks, He holds that the cars are for
the accommaodation of the publie, and
thiant & vehicle has no right to use the
gtreat ear tracks to the Indonvenience of
the cublie traveling in the street ear.
