ready absorption.

Further demand for exchange on Berlin
was the sole feature of th market for
foreign remittances, cables to that center
being quoted at SB'4. with night draftn
at 82. Dealer In exchange were prac-
tically unanimous In the belief that th
recent sensational movement In marks
was due to Oerman selling of our stocks
In this market together with he prob-
ability of aome loans here for 'll e namn
Interests.
