amount of thelr deposits, the guaranty |
fund being called upon to satisfly the !
depogitors without wailting for the settle- |
ment of the banks' affales. It is prohabis |
that the guaranty fund will be reimbyrsed '
In full when the affairs of~the bank are|
oleaned up.

In comparison with Nobraska banks It
t= shown that rifteen state banks have
‘clused In South Dakota during the last
ten years mnd depositors have not been
nearly as fortunmte in refelving the
amount of thelr deposits. The records
show that the capital stook of thesas
banks totaled $170.075; surplus and profita,
