The Police Court Grist.

The current jssue of “Munieipal Statisties”

glves in detall the report of the Omaha police
department for the year 1914, which furnishes a
lot of food for thought. The figures show that
12,721 persons were ground through the police
court machine in twelve monthe, of whom 10.-
714 were men and.2.007 were women. Doubt-
less there are repea included in this enumer-
stion, but allowing for duplication, the arrest
during the course of the year of at least 8 per
cent of ‘the population wowld indicate that the
police are kept buster than they ought to be
kept.
Further Inspection of the figures show thut
of thoss brought {nto the police court 4,699 were
convicted, 7830 dismissed, with 133 cases con-
tinued, It would Lo easy to jump at conclusions
and declare either that the police magistrate is
too lenlent or that tha police are overzeslous,
when in all probability we have merely a normal
condition reflecting an effort to stop lawless-
noss and viclousness rather than to punish for
accidental slips. ,

What we are olting these figures for, how.
ever, s to call attention to the wide fleld for
preventive measures, which are always the mom
effective curalive roforms, and also to give some
conception of the magnitude of the job that de-
volves upon the pollce force of a big city filled
with & mixed population and serving as an
artery of transit for all sorts of floaters

The lesson of the present war (o the Inhabitants
of Neptuno's world ls that It s an Ul wind that blows
nobody good. But yesterday thousands of steam
trawlers pursusd thalr way op and down the flahing
grounda of the North sea, gathering b with their
vast nets untold milllons of flah. Other thoumands of
drifters dropped down over the fishing banks and
view with the trawlers In the magnitude of their
cateh, Other thousands, and even tens of thousands,
of boals, equipped with a myriad of baited hooks,
alded In collecting the tremendous tax levied by the
human appetite upon the sea.

Todany a hundred thousand Englishmen who
manned the steam trawl, the driftar, and the salling
boat; tens of thousands of Germans who vied with
them in thelr work, Belgians, the French, the Dutoh,
the Danes, and the Scandinaviane, who also helped
exploit the North sea fisheries—all of thess are largely
out of jobs. Fishing boats now sweep the sea for
minen Instead of seining it for fish.

We In America, where fish forms stch a minor
purt of our daily diet, and where 80 many fish that
we eat are grown In our rivers and bays, under a
great American-originated system of fish oulture, find
it hard to realizse how wserious In thelr proportlions
and how far-reaching in thelr conssquances are the
results of the practical closing down of the flaheries of
the Norih sea.

Burope han deponded very much on these fisheries
for fish msupplies. More than half of all the (fish
prodluoed om nll the fahing grounds operated by
Europeans ars caught within the limited territory
that conmtitutes the North sea fishing groumds. How
much they are depended upon is shown by the faot
that Great Britain annually absorbs 00,000 tons of
North sea flnh, that means twenty-two pounds per
capita. And while this s small In proportion to its
par capita meat consumption of 118 pounds, yet it ia
that margin which represents the difference between
& bounteous plenty and positive hunger unless other
foods can ba sooured to take Iis place. The same
condition applles to Germany.

The vast proportion of the fish consumed In
Europoe ia salt flsh. The fresh fish go to the tables
of the rich, while the herring and other saltéd varie-
ties are consumed principally by te masseh. The re-
sult is that when the pinch In the fizh supply began
to come It visited the homes of the well-to-do firat.
All of the countries sl war probably have snough sait
figh 1o thelr warohouses to tide dver a oconsiderable
period, but If the war keepa up this reserve must dis-
appear. Not only do the nations al war fesl the pinch
of the fish shortage caused by the war, but meutral
nations an well. Holland fesls it sorely from a pro-
duction standpoint, as do alec Bweden, Norway and
Denmark, On the other hand, it hits Switseriand
mors from a consumption standpoint That country
normally buys nearly o million dollars’ worth of fish
from the countries Lhat border the North sea,

The Orkneye and the
Bhetland jslands have almost no other activities.
