association Monday night. Mr. Streh-
low acted as festpresident during the
Sasngerfest held hera in 1910,

Mr. Strehlow s & well known Omahan
He holds quite a reputation as builder
of axpositions and has just returned from |
S8an Francicco., whore he erected several
of thsa big paluces Incluoded In Lhe
Paname-Pacific display., The bulldings
crocted at the falr by Mr. Strehlow are
valued at over 52000008,
