We are hedged in by ald conventions and
oustoms, Instoad of legal and political
handicaps imposed by our men. [ have
ovory right any man In Turkey has, with
this exception. The man can divoree hin
wife by merely telling her to go, while
the woman must bring a lawsuit. Bum
ovon hersa we are beatter off than some
women,

“In England, for mstanoe, & woman csn
mecure a divoree on Just ane ground; all
we have to do in to show that life with
the man we wish to divoree 18 not agree
able, The woman of Turksy is better off
In that respect than many others. What
we noed 8 not political equality with our
men, it belter education. We are slowly
getting that. Meanwhile we are not try-
Ing to invade the husiness and Industrial
world of our country. There are men
enough to do that work.

In Need of Edueation.

"The wonwn of Turkey need education
for the purposs of bettering that of tho
men and improving ife generally.”
