The Rigges National bank case, now in the
courts at Washington, bida falr to opan up a sii-
uation that can hardly redound to the credit of
the Wilson administration. Serious allegations
are made by the officers of the bank, who assert
that the secretary has perststenily annoyed and
harassed the bank, for personal reasons, and
has used his authority to work to the detriment
of the bhangk.

Much grumbling has been indulged, e
pocially since the heginning of the war in Eu-
rope, by national bankers, bhecause of the policy
adopted by the seeretary of the treasury. This
policy has not increased the efficlency nor the
socurity of the banks, but has entalled a great
deal of additional work and extra expense. The
charges of esplonage and threats sgainst the
Rigea National ban¥, of which the secretary of
the treasury is acoused, may be the means of
determining whether the extrems care and
solicitude exhibited by Mr. McAdoo's depart.
