Their
vapora will ignits and explode, aven at &
considerable distancs from the vessel in
which they are contained,

It in a common thing for householders
to use these dangerous flulds and subject
other people In the same bullding to the
dangers of fire. To take precaution
against this, the fnnocent are antitely
helpless, as they cannot watoh or direct
what should be done for the safety of
themselves, so far ne the use of these
fluids by others ls soncerned,

To cause a fire from gunpowder or
dynamite, It (= necessary for heat or
flame to come in direct contact with
them=not 80, however, with bensine,
naphtha or wasoline, as the vapors do
nut stay confinsd and reach the flame

In mome citios thers ars regulations
#overning the use of these fluida for
dlonning purposes—the quantity that can
Be bought at one tine and In one eon-
tainer Is limited and the label must bour
the caution “Dangerous.” “Inflammable,”
ate., and a warning given that it must
not be used noar fire or Name,
