Reporta from different parties to whbm
the birds were senl show that they have
been looked afler and in many Instances
have ralsed broode of young, It Is In-
teresting to note that except In certan
inetances, the hinls were sent out In
bunches of only two or three, mostly
Just w palr. These instances are In the
cage of alx birds rent o Soenator Jack
Grace of Harlan county, who has taken
much interest In the birds; elght to Sen-
ntor Oeorge Wolz of Premont, who was
also m membor of the flsh and game
committes and hos looked after the bhirde
closely, reporting from time to time of
thelr condition and five to Columbus,
where n gentleman by the name of Phil.
lipe has been watching them and re-
porting on them. "

Sixteen to C. W, Bryran.

However, the report shows that six-
teen of the birds went to South Liéncoln
nnd were turned over to Charles W.
Bryan. Accordimg to Information given
toduy at the game warden's office, Mr.
Bryan has made no report whatever on
the birds nor does the game warden know
what became of them. FPeople interested
in the disposal of the birds are inquir-
ing today why Mr Bryan should be given
sixteen birds and haa not reported on
their diaposal whan other phople could get

it o phir, or, In three ifstances, more
t that number and be required to re-

ort as to thelr condition.
Inguiries Futile.

The only thing that the game warden
nedms to know about the birds js that
thoy were turned over to Mr. Bryan and
wers never sean abaln. The game war-
den sdys that none of the people living
In the vicinity where the binds were
supposed o have been liberated ever saw
any of them, although the same wardn
admits that he made some Inquiries. He
suyy Mr. Bryan got the birds bafore he
ook eharge of th office.

This will probably not causs any
forelgn complications or sever neulral-
Ity with belligerent powers, but it ia
llable to make a complication for Mr.
Bryan lu his campaign for city commis-
staner, sa It lx now up to him to explain
what bacame of the birda, Of course no
one ‘Will hint that the birds were used to
uentorisin any of the great men of the na~
tlon who ¢ame to dine with Mr. Bryan
about that tiine, although thelr plumage
was benutiful, thelr songs were wonder-
ful and thoelr meat Is =ald to be delicious.
