"Gans was a master, He could feint
you into any position he pleased, leaving
you easy prey to a solid punch, hard
because it was so Unexpected. Ie was
the master hitter. You perhaps have
peen an lmpromptu battle in a cafe. A
man will be hit. sending him across the
room. That man wasn't hit, he was
pushod. Another man will swing and
the other fellow will go Mying sideways
to the wall, Not a punch. He was puiled
around. When Gans hit you dldn't move
out of your tracks. You just erumpled
dead to the floor.

“All things considered, Bob Fiizsim-
mons waa the best fighter' that ever
stepped Into the zing. HMe fought at &

Mr. Fowler's poiot s that Outmet did
better than Travera in the Britlsh ams-
teur, being put out in the second round
with his medal score of 8, while Travers
went out In the first round with a scoms
of W, In the PBritish open qualifying
round Oulmet led all amateurs and was
only ‘a few strokes fbehind the leading
pros. Then in the FPrench champlonship
final Oulmet beat H. J. Topping of the
United States, who had defeated the man
who had beaten Travers.

Coming back to the United Binles, Mr
Fowler dwells on Oulmet's capture or
the Massmchusetts champlonship on the
long and difficult Brae Burn ocourse with
all his rounds under %, and on his tak-
ing fifth place in the national open at
Chicagn.
