Tha coury convention at Claveland has ten-
tatively put forth a suggestion that deserves
serious consideration. It Is for an international
court of justice to which may be brought cnuses
{ that are now handled through other channels,
I’nnd which only too frequently lsad to serious
| rriction betwesn nations. Such s court could
enslly be made an instrument for the preserva-
tlon of peace between nations, following the
ideal of President Taft's proposals, when he
pought to negotinte treaties providing for the
arbitration of International disputes. The de-
girability of such a tribunal is admitted.

Judge Alton B. Parker's eritiolsm of the
United Btates senate for having blocked the way

The weakness of an Internationsl court of
Justios will 1le In the Aifficulty of enforcing Its
decrees. However, the strong likelihood that
after the present war more attantion will be paid
to treaties betwesn nations supports the hope
that barmony will be more easily established
llnd preserved. A permanent tribunal for the
sattlement of International differences will be n
l mighty engine for good.

One Disadvantage Apparent,

One complication that is likely to arise from
intarruption of friendly Intercourse with Ger-
many is the possible disqualification of the
| United States to act as mediator when the time
for readjustment of International relatlons on a
peace bawsls arrives. This contingency is, of
courfe, remote, and yet it s within the range
of possibility, and Is a factor in the importance
| of the present Intercourse with Germany, It
[ might not he vital to the cause of peace Lo hava
the United Btates eliminated as arbiter of the
nagotiations, yet the advantage of having the
proceedings moderated by the presence of the
most powerful natlon of the world not actually
engaged in the war Is so distinct as to need no
Argument,

It the United Biates should be disqualitied,

Bouth American republics, for the neutral Eu-
ropean nations will suffer for the same reason
that we do. It has besn all along tacitly con-
caded that this country would be looked lo as
the “‘great and good friend'' of all the belliger-
ents, a positibn that is jeopardized to some ex-
tent by reason of present conditions.

In Nebraska It wasr & revolution. Great open-alr
mass-meating from one end of tha state to the
other bada farewall to ancient political ties, to the
musie of the homely song of '“Good By, 0Old Party.
Good By The wiser of the demands of populism In
Nebraska have alowly been met, and as they have
hean met the atate has grown In balanes and in self-
econtrol. Wirat came the Australian secret ballot, and
the voter thenceforward could register his choice with
nona to molest or make him afraid Next came the
climax of the long struggie with railway domination
of the politica af the mtate, the legislature cutting
the teather of the free pass which had for a genera-
tion held “leading citizens’” in leash of the rallway
machine, and through a govermment commission and
supervision over rates popular soversignty at last
satl regnant over the old rallway regency At the
rame time the people wrung frem thelr unwilling
representatives A law yislding iInto thelr power (he
nomination as wall as the election of candidates to
publie office. In 197 was the year whan freedom
woke and the peopls of Nebraska came into their
own ‘Thelr governor and leader was George 1. Bhel-
He in & farmer somewhere In Mlaslanippl now.
He wan not re-sdeoted. As Nebraska looks back, It ia
difficult to see that any administration 4id more for
the prople of the state than tha Sheldon administra-
tion. But the citizenship of Nebraska was unwary
and allowed Sheldon'a foes to get him In the next
encounter. Demacracy will take & rifls on ita shoulfer
and gn to the defenss of tha ideas which ita fore-
most men hava established In the law of the land:
but demoeracy ls very carpless about backing up the
personal fortunes and the honor of Its cholcest lead-
era—that Is, while they are alive. It will be all right
on the monuments!

Of recent! years progress has been slower in Na-
braska than in Wisconsin or Kansas, In 1911 came the
inftiative and referendum, the eloctorate eppor-
tunity, apart from the turs, to adopt and refect
lawa, At the same time a Iaw was pamed providing
for tha commistion form of government in citlea. Bnt
the population has grown more conservative and la
slowing up, Such siates as Nebraska and Bouth Da-
kots were mors radical twenty years ago than they
Are DOW.

The population of Nebraska at present s probably
one-half of forelgn birth or the children of Lhe first
generation. This element I highly conservative, and
has a conuiderabls mixture of the later German
immigration and of Bohemians and Scandinavians,
Here Is a situation which makes Nebraska a difficuit
siate for the advance of prohibitlon, an issue which
in & considerable number of the native Anerican
commonwealths of the wenl has already attained sig-
nifleany and startling proportions. Tt was this rock
which bowled Mr, Bryan over in the leadership of the
democratic party within the state in 190 when he

faced the vconvention with the ecounty option
proposal for the oontrol of the liquor tratfie.
Woman suffrage has long been an lssue In Ne-
braska and s now very close to Wwinning Last

November, In a total vote of 200,000, it wan bheaten by
only 8,000 And some of the “‘wetl'' aities: for the first
time furnished a majority for woman suffrage That
was the work of the advanced young Cermans. Out
in the farming communities, where the later migra-
tion of Oermans, Bohemlans and Scandinavians have
thelr homes. thafe was a strong voting opposition.

The advance of tha people of Nebraska Is steadier
than it was but eager and continuous, Owing te the
long-standing feud between Hryan and Hitchcock, -
twesn radical and resctionary republicans, it is pretty
difticult for anything but mediecrs abllity te enter
Into elected publie p for state officers. and
the material center of public idealism—namely, the
state capitol bullding—is & most dlsreputable shack,
But the pulse of publie opinion In Nebradka seemed to
me to be excesdingly firm and sirong. As to politieal
partiss, tha progressive vote fell to 1000 in Ilé=not
enough to affect the governorship, which is now demo-
aratie but suffielent to defeat four republicans for state
office.

Government in Nebraska hasz grown by = series of
separated tmpulses until thers are now elghty-twy
bureaus of commissions or divisiona to administer It
And oach of the sighty-two groups goes to the logis-
lature to lobby, and, through ita friends, to secure as
much money aAs it can spend.
