peror now llves, The lHeutenant was Inter
wounded and desired to go to the soully
of France for convalesconce, but he and
Lia family needed many of the artleles
left bahind,

Frienda of the offlcer’s parents, who itve
In Luzembourg, advised s direct appeal
1o the emperor. They scoffed at the Idea,
declaring thut the ruler had other things
to do than concern himself with the
clothing of Prench officers. The friends
Insisted, however, and a careful list of
the things desired was made out and
sent, with an appeal to the emperor,
through his headquarters chlef, General
von Plessen., Three days later a high
officer appeared at the home of the offi-
cera parants In & hendquarters automo-
bile and delivered, at the emperor's
command, every article on the list gpub-
m!ttod.

It is expinined that the German branch
of the Btandard Ol company purposely
kept down the price so that petroleum
might not ne displaced during the war by
gas or electricity.
