lines, nnd, while it stlll {eaches those things
which are sssential to a solid foundstion of
faith, either as Presbytarian or other sect, along
with its established slements of sound theology,
some more modern idess have thrived, and pro-
fessors at Union have beén known te guastion
the inerrancy of the Bible, fo enkage In the
“higher eriticiam” and to take {ssue with some
of the cardinal ‘principles of the Westminster
confession. Thus Union may bave aimed at, if
it did not actually shake, the foundations of the
faith of the Presbyterian church. That is why
the rigid adherents to Calvinism find cause for
exultation in any step that will lead to further

The progress of this controversy has long
bpen watehed with more than passing interest,
becauss it gshows (he attitude of the church
towards the advance in thought.
