lower, the white and yellow corn being
a little more In demand than the mixed.

The rrcelt.ts of oais totalled thirteencere, hut the sales a ere unimportant and
the market experienced a drop of ic.A more hull'sh feeling on corn has de-
veloped In certain quarters In the Isst
few dsys. based on the wet weather It
is said that farmers will fall behind In
their work owing to manv having to re-
plant their corn and thnt they will le
too busv and too bullish to sell and de-
liver corn freely In June
