" thelr Inovitabla results of financial un-
{ ssttiement and liquidation, lay across its
path early, and the worst that had been
fenred frotn many years of warliks prep-
arationa was realized In Burope before
the summar wag half spent. With the
Europear®war in plain sight, it would
reem petty to speak of our own infinitely
lighter troubles In the year just closed if
it were not that we thereby becoms Im-
pressed with the fortunate situstion of
the United States during a year which
Tiaa soen the Industries and livea of mil-
lions sacrificsd. It was a commentary on
1he casentially fragile oharacter of the
warld'n ed clvilization that the year
witpeaning & centonary of peace betwean
Great Britain and the United States
should have ssen us nyrrowly escape a
war with our nelghbors to the south of
s and marked the outbreak of & von-
filct which has drenched Europe in blood.
The Year at Home.

Even without the war abroad, the year
wouldl have besn & notable ons In this
ocounlry. New and untried measurds,
heritages from the preceding year—suoch
na the tariff, the income tax and the cur-
rency gystem—were put in operation. In
i uddition, the leglslative mill ground stead-

iy, and the federnl trade board act, the

anti-trust law and the prohibition of In-
) teriocking directorates wera among the
yvear's products of uncertaln force and
meaning. The banks, facing the going
lnto effect of the new reserve sywtem,
Lkept thelr asscts llquid, credita were
vlosely scanned and new enterprises wers,
a8 a rule, discouraged, Past bad man-
agemenl, revealed in ‘the cases of the
New Haven and the Rock Island, were a
welght upon eentiment, and, as It these
were not enough, efforts to advance pe-
curitles prices mot liquidating sales from
nbrogd, which cauged enormous gold ex-
ports, Biralned Maxican relatlons
threatened war and depressed the mar-!
kots at severnl times, but the country
was fortunately spared this calamity.
Good orop promise, eventuating in excel-
lent yields, attracted only nemative at-
tention,

Busineas [n the first hall of the year
wis only falrly active, fallures wore
numerous and Habilities large, the heavie
est single commerclal suspension over re-
vorded marking the mid-year, Bigns of
improvement, based upon crop promise,
made thelr sppearance in July, but dir-
ficalties of transportation lines obtruded,
‘and the war, which caused a dislocation
of all commercial and financlal relations,
made necessary a recasting of the world's
trilde systams. It was a tribute alike to
the well-liquidated situation of the se-
ourities and other markets and (o the
easentinl strength of the basle conditions
of American business Jife that the anti-
panfc meswures taken by American bank-
ors and. public officials proved =0 suce
cossful

Measures of Movements,

Seourities markets were, with fitful ex-
céptions, under pressure jn the first seven,
and closed throughout ‘most of the lmst
five months. Dealings, heavily reduced as
they were, hardly made falr comparison
with normal years, therefore. Btock sales
fell 41 per cent and bond tramsactions 47
per cent from the much reduced totals of
1918, Forelgn lguidation of our securities
Wia reflected In the largest gold exports
rver recorded. Iesues of mew capital in
M4 were 138 per cent below 1912 and 35
per cent below 1012, muniopal bond is-
sues fell 2 and 14 per cent behind mnd
invorporations fell off 4 and 62 per cent
from 108 and 1918, respectively. Forealgn
trade was rregular. Exports fell heavily,
166 per cent from 1913, booause of les-
sened buying of our manufsctures early,
and later becauss of the practical stop-
page of cotton sales and exports, Import
trade decreased very slightly; food prod-
ucts and raw materials showed very large
gnins,

Looking Forward,

Rallrosds Overtaxed,

My, Bland in hls exhalstive and in-
teresting specch declared that while the
Rhine is the greatest river in Europe, the
Missouri river by the figures of the
United States waterways oofumission, s
from Hjoux City to the mouth, an Im-
measaorably better river, He declared
that while the rallroads are wonder-
fully developed they are today not egqual
to the occasion. M6 sald that J. J. Hill
had himself declared that the gountry
was reaching an insurmountable barrier
in that the rallroads could not handle
the business.

Mr. Bland pointed out that the country
has but sixty milesa of rallways to every
L0000 square miles served. This. he sajd
was much smaller service than that of
any of the great countries of Europe,
glving the flgures as Amerioa sixty miles
to every 1,000 square miles. France 140
miles, Germany 160 miles, Austria Hun-
gary Wl miles Great Britain 18 miles
and Belglum 39 miles to every 1,000 square
miles of territory.

“The problem, them, is to add to this
mervice,” he suid, “or to develop water
ways to supplement this service. It s
not inteuded that the water service shal)
supplant the rallway service, but that it
shall supplement it. ‘There {8 work
enough for both., 1 have yet to learn of
